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Abstract
How do I engage students in reflective practice and lifelong learning; both of which imply embracing transitions at a personal level? How does it matter socially that in a professional education students undertake reflection on, and reconstruction of experience? Participants are invited to enrich the dialogue by sharing their own experiences, illuminating the mutually transforming nature of teaching and learning.

Nurses as knowledge-makers
Prevention of nurse as ‘artificial person’
“Aware of the artificial person identity lurking in institutional narratives, and in our own histories, I ask if we can remain open to each other, in the continuity of our life stories? Can we entertain diverse paths and outcomes, ‘‘allowing for change, new beliefs and new moral images’’ and avoid the danger of ‘‘finaliz(ing) the other . . . where ‘‘there is no more purpose in talking’’ (Frank, 2004, p. 100)? When teachers work alongside students, the curriculum emerges from narrative inquiry space to create new stories to live by, surpassing roles and policies as a basis for relationships with others. Including daily experience and its reconstruction in classroom and clinical situations makes a difference to how life is understood and the range of choices available for action” (Lindsay, 2008a, p. 352).

Considerations for using “I” in scholarly writing
 “If we require students to complete a reflective account, how far can we, as teachers, mentors or lecturers, put ourselves in the student’s place and imagine how it would feel if we were asked to do the same thing by a ‘faceless’ but significant other...How does an ‘ethics of care’ manifest itself?” (Ghaye, 2007, p. 152-3).

Questions for Roundtable Presentation dialogue:
· How is first person writing purposeful in relation to your course ends-in-view (learning outcomes) & program goals?
· How does writing make thinking transparent in a specific course or assignment?
· How do you inform students about the use of first person in your course? Is it acceptable? Expected? Forbidden?
· What kinds of evidence do you expect students to show for their claims/conclusions?
· How do students show multiple sources and kinds of knowledge in your course (including personal knowing)? 
· How do you give feedback/grade experiential writing?
· What is the nature of writing-your-thinking that you engage in? How is this process related to your expectations for students?
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Appendix 1: Exemplar assignments using “I” in scholarly writing (year two)
NURS 2420: Knowledge & Inquiry: 
How does understanding nursing ways of knowing /theory matter to your nursing praxis?

Required content:
a) Introduction – clearly state your approach to the topic of the paper “How does understanding nursing ways of knowing/theory matter to your nursing praxis?”; Use “I”
b) Show reflective thinking (think back on experience, what is revealed over the passing of time?,  state the experience specifically and clearly)
c) Show critical thinking (take a position on your topic and give evidence (literature, experience) for that position, ask questions for future consideration)
d) Cite & reference academic literature relevant to nursing knowledge/theory-guided practice -- Read a minimum of four articles about ways of knowing (what they are, how they are used, critique, etc) and/or the significance of theory-guided nursing practice
e) Describe  significance of nursing knowledge for your developing nursing praxis

NURS 4420: Knowledge & Inquiry
Issue paper & presentation (year four)
Students, on an individual basis, identify an issue that is relevant to their developing nursing praxis and that involves application/synthesis/critique of nursing knowledge. 
Criteria:
· Clear statement of selected issue and relevance to student’s praxis; Use “I”
· Evidence of critical and reflective thinking about issue of student’s choice – critical thinking means clearly stating a position or questions and bringing evidence to bear on thinking the issue through; reflective thinking means thinking back on your experience and considering it in light of subsequent experience, consideration of consequences, relevant literature 
· Provide evidence, including experience and academic literature, as part of supporting your claims/conclusions
· Utilization of nursing knowledge (a theory, ways of knowing, etc) and relevant critique of that knowledge
· Synthesis of above to show learning related to your nursing praxis (who you are, what you know and what you do as a nurse) 
· Paper to be submitted online in WebCT assignment section to teacher by November 26th midnight. 
· Attend Development of Self class on FRIDAY November 28th  to present your paper to a first year student.
